Northland Christian Counseling Center is a nondenominational ministry established in 1992 by a group of people who desired to have a Christian Counseling Center in Grand Forks ND.    Many churches have utilized and supported NCCC throughout the years.  NCCC is governed by a Board of Directors representing pastors, counseling professionals and lay persons.
Mission
The mission of Northland Christian Counseling Center is to offer a ministry which aids in the development of each individual’s potential: emotionally, physically, socially, intellectually and spiritually.  This endeavor includes counseling and educational services based on the Word of God.  NCCC believes that God, through the Lord Jesus Christ, has all power to guide and carry people through the hurt, uncertainty, and pain in their lives.  In the process of counseling and within the context of a caring community of believers, each individual client is offered healing, restoration, strength, love and comfort.

Origin

In 1991 a committee of people met to discuss the possibility of getting a Christian Counseling Center in Grand Forks.  The committee worked with the Grand Forks Evangelical Pastors’ Fellowship to establish a counseling center and a named the center North Valley Christian Counseling Center.  In 1992 the name was changed to Northland Christian Counseling Center and the NCCC Board of Directors was established.  Dan Borsheim traveled from Valley Christian Counseling Center, Fargo, ND, to counsel with clients once a week in Grand Forks.  Ron Peck was named the Executive Director in 1994 and when Mr. Peck left in 1996 Stephen Seay became the Executive Director.  It was in 1999 that the Board voted to have the counselors counsel clients at church locations rather than having one particular office area.  The center continues to grow and the need for the unique service that we offer is clearly evident as we grow.

Donations

Referrals and Cliental
Referrals for NCCC come from friends, relatives, church/clergy, the yellow pages, and other professionals.  NCCC provides services for clients from many different church denominations or fellowships throughout North Dakota and Minnesota.  We also provide services for several who do not practice any faith.
Counseling Sessions

During 2010, Northland Christian Counseling Center provided 3136 counseling sessions to individuals and/or family units.  The average number of sessions provided each month has increased from 27 in 1994 to 261 in 2010.  There were several clients who could not pay for part or all of their sessions.  The Client Assistance Fund paid out $7,982 and we wrote off $21,929 in service fees this past year to help those in need.  
Services Provided
NCCC has six counselors with education, training, and experience in the area but not limited to the following: parenting skills, depression, adjustment disorders, sexual abuse, co-dependency, dysfunctional family issues, anxiety disorders, self-esteem, pre-marital preparation, marriage relationships, eating disorders, and pornography issues.
